received regarding the Parent Service Hour program at ACS. The key criteria that 

needs to be met when requesting PSH credit is SERVICE TO THE SCHOOL.  

 

The following list outlines (not all-inclusive) areas for which PSH are awarded. 

 

  Parent Service Hours are gladly awarded for service related to:  

 

•   Assisting a classroom teacher, office staff, or principal to meet a           

school ministry objective 

• Serving as a designated student supervisor (playground, recess, class trip) 

• Serving as designated driver for a school activity (field trip, class trip) 

• Participating in a school maintenance project 

• Serving on any planning “team” or committee 

• Assisting in the planning and implementation of a school fund raiser 

• Overseeing, teaching, coordinating a student activity, lesson, or chapel (including 

banking day, school club, etc.) 

• Attendance at Parent Orientation (2 hours maximum per family). This is a long 

standing tradition at ACS and is the only activity for which parents are awarded 

PSH for attendance only.  

• Preparing and/or serving hot lunch for students on hot lunch fundraising days.                                                  

 

Again, the key criteria for PSH is SERVICE TO THE SCHOOL.
